W e are pleased to announce we 
have added the new Jorgen-L 
brand of pipes to the lines we 

carry at the Briar Patch.  Jorgen Larsen 
has been a pipe maker for 40 of his 60 
years. Some of you may remember the 
Jorgen-L brand, which was started in the 
1960's.  Most will recall seeing his work 
sold under the Peter Stokkebye brand 
which began in the 1970's and ended 
with Peter’s death last year.  Now, the 
Jorgen-L brand is back! 
Jorgen Larsen lives in a village of 600 

people, Almind, Denmark about five 
miles from Kolding.  This is the home of 
another famous Danish pipe maker, Kurt 
Balleby.  Although the two men don't 
work together they occasionally share a 
bag of Corsican briar. 
Jorgen's history in pipe making is an in-
teresting one in that, aside from creating 
one of the first high grade Danish brands 
and his 30 odd year association with Pe-
ter Stokkebye, he was also technical di-
rector for both Stanwell and Kriswell 
(though not at the same time). A slow 

and resourceful worker Jorgen crafts only 
about 100 pipes each year, with 40 per-
cent of the work he starts ending up in 
his fireplace.  
Jorgen pipes are both beautiful, in the 
Danish tradition, and excellent smokers.  
He grades his pipes from ‘N’ to ‘A’, with 
the grade ‘N’ being the lowest.  These 
pipes are priced from $315.00 to 
$350.00.  His ‘A’ grade pipes retail be-
tween $1,075.00 and $1,250.00. 

Graycliff Cigars 

T he Briar Patch is pleased to 
announce we are now carrying 
the much sought after Graycliff 
brand of cigars.  The Graycliff 

Cigar Company was founded by Enre 
Garzoroli in the Bahamas.  He founded 
the company to complement his five-star 
Graycliff Hotel. 

 Avelino Lara developed and manages the 
Graycliff brand.  Mr. Lara was Fidel Cas-
tro’s personal cigar roller for over 30 
years.  He also developed the Cuban ver-
sion of Cohiba Cigars and Zino Davi-
doff’s Cuban cigars. 

 Graycliff cigars use a filler blended with 
tobaccos from Honduras, Nicaragua, 
Ecuador, the Dominican Republic and 
Brazil.  The binder and wrapper are Indo-
nesian.  The tobaccos are aged for two 
years before being used.  The completed 
cigars are then aged for another six to 
nine months. 

 The Graycliff Emerald wrapper is grown 
and cured in Ecuador.  The filler is a 
blend of Nicaraguan, Honduran and 
Costa Rican tobaccos.  The binder comes 
from a corojo seed grown in Ecuador. 

 Depending on the label, Graycliff cigars 
range from medium to full-bodied.  
Prices range from $20.00 to $30.00 per 
cigar.  If you like Cubans the Graycliff is 
a must try! 
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Our Legislature is At It Again 

Remodel Status 

W e’ve had a number of you 
ask about the status of our 
remodel.  The design is 

done.  However, the Mall has de-
cided we need to increase the height 
of our windows.  This will necessi-
tate a partial remodel of the interior.

Will you be prevented from taking 
your child into a liquor store or into a 
restaurant that serves liquor? 
 If you agree with us that it is your 
right to decide whether or not you 
should be able to bring your child 
into the Briar Patch, it’s time to get 
angry.  This bill has already passed 
the Senate and will pass the Assem-
bly.  Please get involved.  Call, write 
or email the Governor.
