It 
has a Connecticut Shade binder and 
an Ecuadorian-grown Connecticut 
wrapper.  These cigars provide a 
very smooth, medium to full-bodied 
smoke.  They are unusual in that the 
smaller cigars are more full-bodied 
than the larger ones.  The new Zino 
comes in five sizes:  Chubby, Grand 
Master, Stout, Low Rider and 
Shorty.  Prices range from $10.75 to
